Five Days Kununurra and the East Kimberley

Day one - Kununurra

Arrive at Kununurra, the eastern gateway to the Kimberley and check into your choice of accommodation. Late
afternoon, take a cruise on beautiful Lake Kununurra and enjoy a delicious barbeque dinner as you watch the
sun set over the lake.

Day two — Ord River and Lake Argyle

In the morning, join a thrilling day cruise up the Ord River. See native flora and fauna, have a swim in the clear
fresh water and enjoy a gourmet lunch. In the afternoon, view the massive inland sea of Lake Argyle and the
Ord River Dam, or, if you are keen on fishing, join a tour on the Lower Ord and chase the elusive Barramundi.

Day three — Purnululu National Park (Bungle Bungle Range)

Take a scenic flight to the World Heritage listed Purnululu National Park - Bungle Bungle Range. Spend the
day exploring this amazing park with a local guide. Your return flights take you over the largest operating
Diamond Mine in the World — Argyle Diamond Mine. Alternatively, stay overnight in the park at one of the safari
camps.

Day four — El Questro Wilderness Park

Join a four-wheel drive tour to El Questro Wilderness Park. Hike through spectacular gorge country and swim
in fresh waterholes. Choose to stay overnight or head back into Kununurra. Alternatively, join a scenic flight
over the Mitchell Plateau to a remote bush camp where you can fish, explore indigenous rock art galleries and
relax overnight in luxury.

Day five - Kununurra

Spend the morning exploring Kununurra’s many contemporary and Indigenous art galleries as well as the
Argyle Diamond and South Sea Pearl showrooms. Or, if you are feeling energetic, wander through the ancient
rock formations at Hidden Valley Mirima National Park, before transferring to Kununurra Airport for your flight
home.
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Five Days Broome and the West Kimberley

Day one - Broome

Arrive in Broome. Board a hovercraft cruise in the late afternoon to see spectacular wildlife along Dampier
Creek and view ancient dinosaur footprints before enjoying champagne at sunset on the mudflats of Roebuck
Bay. Or head out to the crocodile park and check out the massive rogue crocodilians. In the evening, soak up
Broome’s atmosphere at one of many alfresco restaurants.

Day two — Broome and Cable Beach

In the morning you can join a kayak adventure along the pristine waters of Cable Beach, take a thrilling jet boat
ride, or just laze by the pool and soak up some sunshine. Early afternoon, hop onboard a beautifully restored
Pearling Lugger, swim in the boom net and relax on deck with a cocktail as the sunset over the Indian Ocean.
Return to Broome and catch a movie at Sun Pictures, the world’s oldest operating outdoor picture theatre.

Day three — Broome and the Buccaneer Archipelago

Take the scenic flight of a lifetime over the pristine Kimberley coastline and the world-famous horizontal
waterfalls in the Buccaneer Archipelago, with the chance for a swim on a deserted beach. Flying not your
thing? Then spend a day on one of the many fishing charter boats or join a tour with a local Indigenous guide.
In the evening, check out local entertainment at one of the many bars and cafes, or join a group stargazing
under a blanket of a million stars.

Day four — Broome, Windjana Gorge or Cape Leveque

Join a four-wheel drive day tour to Windjana Gorge or Cape Levegue. Or you might like to explore Broome’s
many art galleries, the fascinating historical museum and wander through historic Chinatown. For the active,
hire a jet ski or take a walk along the 22 kilometres of pristine Cable Beach. At sunset, join a camel train for a
ride along Cable Beach.

Day five — Broome and Chinatown

Head out to the Broome golf course for 18 holes and the finest view in Broome. Or spoil yourself shopping in
Broome’s Chinatown, the home of South Sea Pearls and fine Kimberley Diamonds, and visit one of Broome’s
luxurious day spas. Enjoy a gourmet lunch served alfresco, before your transfer for homeward flights

Three days in Derby

Day one

Derby is located on an ancient sand dune, dotted with magnificent boab trees surrounded by intriguing mud
flats. Choose from a variety of accommodation available in Derby. Caravan park, hotel, self contained,
backpackers or station stay just out of town.

With 12-metre tides a visit to Derby is not complete without seeing high and low tides from the Derby Wharf.
It's also the closest town to the Buccaneer Archipelago - known as the Thousand Islands and home to the
Horizontal Waterfalls.

Join a half-day scenic flight in a seaplane then a boat tour of the Horizontal Waterfalls at Talbot Bay. Take a
fixed wing light over the Buccaneer Archipelago with a stopover at Cape Leveque for a swim and
refreshments. Or to catch some inland scenery take a flight that incorporates the Buccaneer Archipelago and
Mt Hart Wilderness Lodge.

Day two
Join a one-day four-wheel drive tour or self-drive route to the National Parks of Windjana Gorge and Tunnel

Creek. Discover the wonders of this amazing Devonian Reef system. Visit the ruins of the Lilimillura Police
Station and Bungarun, the old Derby Leprosarium (access to Bungarun only via an organised tour).

Along the way, check out the Boab Prison Tree, believed to be 1,500 years old, the tree was once used as a
staging point for Indigenous prisoners being walked into Derby. Take a look at Myall's Bore and Cattle Trough,
a huge 120-metre long trough that could handle 500 bullocks at one time. Or visit the Mowanjum Aboriginal
Community, home of The Spirit of the Wandjina art studio.

Day three

If you enjoy fishing, you have plenty of options around Derby. The Wharf, Langi Crossing, Telegraph Pool,
Pelican Pool, Willare Bridge, Fitzroy River are all good stops for catching cod, groper, salmon, mulloway,
golden grunter, sharks, cat fish, barramundi, mud crabs and cherabun. Limited one-day fishing tours are
available depending on tides, Contact the Derby Visitor Centre for details.
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Kununurra to Broome Drive Adventure

Kununurra is the gateway to the stunning East Kimberley region of Western Australia. This area of
Western Australia was the inspiration for Baz Luhrmann’s epic ‘Australia’, with many of the scenes for
the Whether you decide to drive on the sealed road of the Great Northern Highway; or for more of an
adventure take the unsealed Gibb River Road.

Day 1 - 3: Kununurra

Experience the Real Australia and immerse yourself in the famous scenery seen in Baz Luhrmann’s epic
feature film Australia. Spend a day and night in the town of Kununurra and feel like a star by visiting some of
the locations that were frequented by the cast and crew during the filming of ‘Australia’. A ten minute walk
from the town itself is Mirima National Park, also known as Hidden Valley. Drive up to Kelly’s Knob in the
afternoon and take in the excellent views of the Ord Valley and Lake Kununurra at sunset. If you would like to
catch a barramundi while enjoying the scenery where Lady Ashley’s (the character played by Nicole Kidman)
homestead ‘Faraway Downs’ was built, contact Macka’s Barra Camp. Macka’s Barra Camp is located on
Carlton Hill Station where the homestead is located and most of the filming took place. A one hour drive from
Kununurra township is the spectacular EI Questro Wilderness Park. A stay at one of the three accommodation
options (Emma Gorge Resort, the Station Township or the Homestead) is highly recommended, as are many
of the amazing tours on offer, including the Emma Gorge Walk, Chamberlain River Cruise and a visit to
Zebedee Thermal Springs. Other Kimberley properties that feature in ‘Australia’ include Home Valley Station
and Digger’s Rest Station, both of which offer fantastic horse riding experiences and accommodation options.

Kununurra is a local Aboriginal word meaning “meeting of big waters” so no visit would be complete without
doing a cruise along the Ord River, on Lake Argyle or Lake Kununurra. The birdlife and vegetation is
breathtaking.

Day 4: Wyndham

Just a one hour drive from Kununurra, Wyndham is the most northerly town of Western Australia. This small
last frontier town was established in 1886 on the tidal banks of the Cambridge Gulf at the base of Mount
Bastion. At the mount's summit, over 330 metres above sea level, the fantastic Five Rivers Lookout allows you
to view the paths of the King, Pentecost, Durack, Forrest and Ord Rivers. The entrance to the town is
dominated by a 20 metre long sculpture of a saltwater crocodile. As you'd expect, the town is known as the
home of the 'big croc', a name which also reflects the number of crocodiles in the Cambridge Gulf and other
waters in the area.

Day 5: Warmun

Warmun (Turkey Creek) is right next door to one of the natural wonders of the world. This World Heritage
listed National Park, Purnululu (Bungle Bungle Range) is one of the Kimberley’s hidden jewels. Be amazed by
the colours, gorges, chasms and the famous beehive domes. To ensure you feel like a celebrity in your own
right, 45 minute scenic helicopter flights depart Warmun.
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Day 6: Halls Creek

Halls Creek lies on the edge of the Great Sandy Desert, at the junction of the Great Northern Highway and
Duncan Road in the north west of the State. Halls Creek is the closest town to Purnululu National Park. Also
nearby is Wolfe Creek Crater, the second largest meteorite crater in the world. Scenic flights to the crater and
Bungle Bungle Range are available from the town. Take a drive 15 kilometres east of Halls Creek to Old Halls
Creek, the site of the first gold discovery in Western Australia in 1885. You can still find gold in the area,
particularly around the old town site which was home to more than 15,000 people from all over the world.
Check out the ruins of mud brick buildings and a small cemetery.

Day 7: Fitzroy Crossing

Fitzroy Crossing is located on the banks of the mighty Fitzroy River. Fitzroy Crossing is the gateway to Geikie
Gorge National Park, a spectacular waterway with soaring weathered cliffs and abundant wildlife. Aboriginal
tours offer an excellent insight to the Aboriginal culture of the area. The original town site is located on the
riverbank just beyond the reach of major flood waters. Still standing in the old town is the original causeway
crossing, the former post office and an avenue of Boab trees. The footbridge across the Brooking Creek links
the old inn and the original cemetery.

Day 8: Derby

Situated on King Sound 220 kilometres north east of Broome, Derby was the first town settled in the Kimberley.
With its friendly, easygoing outback character, it has become a popular stopover for visitors heading into the
gorge country of the vast north. Derby is the western gateway to the infamous Gibb River Road, Windjana
Gorge & Tunnel Creek National Parks. Derby is the closest point to the magnificent islands of the Buccaneer
Archipelago accessible by a 30 minute light aircraft flight or boat cruise. With 11 metre tides, the highest in the
southern hemisphere, a visit to Derby is not complete without seeing high and low tide at the Derby Wharf.
Wide streets are lined with the distinctive Boab tree. Visit other town attractions such as Wharfinger's House
Museum, the Botanical Gardens, the Royal Flying Doctor Base, School of the Air and Mowanjum Aboriginal
Community Art Centre.

Day 9: Broome

Broome established as a pearling port in the 1880’s simply oozes with colour and is a unique and exotic
seaside town with a romantic and often flamboyant history. The Broome peninsula nestles the shores of
Roebuck Bay and the Indian Ocean. Broome is the southern gateway to the magnificent wilderness region of
the Kimberley. Today, remnants of Broome’'s exotic past are everywhere. The town’s multicultural heritage
and subsequent cultural fusion has seen an unusual style of Colonial/Asian architecture develop. This is
evident throughout Broome’s Chinatown and in many of the residential homes.

Sit back and relax on Broome’s Cable Beach, with 22 kilometres of pristine white sand lapped by the azure
waters of the Indian Ocean. The perfect location to enjoy a magnificent Broome sunset. Be amazed by the
fiery red pindan cliffs contrasted by the bright turquoise water of Roebuck Bay. From March to October, three
times a month, witness a natural phenomenon known as the Staircase to the Moon, ¢ Caused by the rising of
the full moon reflecting off the exposed mudflats at extremely low tide. Experience a camel trek along Cable
Beach as the sunsets over the water or sit back in a deck chair at Sun Pictures and take in a new release
movie at the worlds oldest operating picture garden.
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Kununurra to Broome via the Gibb River Road 4WD

Gorge country is found along the rugged Gibb River Road. Really a 660km long 'bush track’ that connects the
remote Kimberley cattle stations to Derby and Kununurra. It allows superb access to the virtually untouched
natural assets of the Kimberley wilderness. Some of the most spectacular scenery on earth. The road cuts
through King Leopold Range, Philips Range, Barnett Range, Gibb Range, Mosquito Hills, Pentecost Range
and Cockburn Range. Wildlife concentrates around the densely vegetated waterholes, creeks and many
gorges. See prolific birdlife and wildlife, unique flora and the many families of Boab Trees. However you 'do’
the Gibb River Road - it is an outback 4WD adventure never to be forgotten.

Day 3: Wyndham to Emma Gorge to El Questro Wilderness Park

The small frontier town of Wyndham was established in 1886 on the tidal banks of the Cambridge Gulf at the
base of Mount Bastion. At the mount’s summit, over 330 metres above sea level, the fantastic Five Rivers
Lookout allows you to view the paths of the King, Pentecost, Durack, Forrest and Ord Rivers. The lookout also
overlooks the town and port, crocodile park and tidal marshlands. Great fishing is available throughout the year
in the waters around Wyndham. Barramundi are plentiful in King and Pentecost Rivers, or try your luck at a
waterhole further inland.

From Wyndham head towards the eastern end of the Gibb River Road. Hidden within the fiery red cliffs of El
Questro's Cockburn Range you will find the spectacular Emma Gorge Resort. Tented cabins with private
facilities, swimming pool, restaurant and shop are close to nature in complete harmony with the surroundings.
Emma Gorge Resort is only 1km off the Gibb River Road, a one hour drive from Kununurra and Wyndham.
Take a leisurely walk from the resort to Emma Gorge. Along the way enjoy spectacular scenery you won'’t see
anywhere else in the world. The huge turquoise water hole that awaits you at the end of the gorge is perfect for
swimming and even a gentle massage under the permanent droplet waterfalls.

Day 4: Explore El Questro Wilderness Park

El Questro Wilderness Park is without doubt, one of the world's most unique holiday destinations. A working
cattle station with a herd of approximately 5,000, El Questro provides a truly Australian holiday experience. A
million acres in size, El Questro is located in Western Australia’s untamed Kimberley, and extends for
approximately 80 kilometres into the heart of the region, most of which has never been explored. It is one of
the last true frontiers. Go barramundi fishing, set out on a horse trek, or explore remote areas by helicopter that
only a lucky few have ever seen. At El Questro Wilderness Park, you can choose from three types of
accommaodation, each different in style and budget, including Emma Gorge Resort with its Deluxe Tented
Cabins, the comfortable Station Township Bungalows at the heart of El Questro Wilderness Park, and
Riverside Camping, where you can opt for a central camp site close to amenities or one of the private sites just
10 minutes away.

El Questro Wilderness Park is also home to El Questro Homestead, an exclusive retreat cantilevered over the
magnificent Chamberlain River, where you'll enjoy absolute luxury, contrasted by the rugged Kimberley
landscape. Catering to the most discerning guests, friendly staff provides the highest standards of service and
cuisine. Choose from a selection of enticing dining locations, from a private cliff top to the Homestead's
spacious verandah's.
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Day 5: El Questro to Home Valley Station

Home Valley Station is a working cattle station and tourism operation, 120km west of Kununurra, two minutes
off the Gibb River Road. Home Valley Station is a 700,000 acre outback oasis set at the base of the majestic
Cockburn Range with access to several river systems and waterholes making it the perfect location for
barramundi fishing, boating, canoeing and ancient gorge walks. Guests can also get involved in a wealth of
other activities such as cattle mustering, horse riding, bird watching, hunting, and target shooting. When filming
‘Australia’, Baz Luhrmann filmed shots of the rugged landscape, including Cockburn Ranges and crossing the
Pentecost River at Home Valley Station.

Day 6: Home Valley to Mt Elizabeth Station

Halfway between Derby and Kununurra, Mount Elizabeth an operating cattle station, offers dinner, bed and
breakfast in comfortable homestead accommaodation or camping sites available. The station offers access to
some of the picturesque gorges and is one of the few locations in the Kimberley that offer guided rock art tours.
The property has a number of aboriginal rock art sites showcasing both the Wandjna and Bradshaw art.

Day 7: Mt Elizabeth Station to Manning Gorge

For camping under a star-filled outback sky and immersing yourself in Aboriginal history, visit Manning Gorge
off the epic four wheel driving track. This stunning gorge offers camping by the tranquil pools of the Manning
River. Go bushwalking and discover the Manning Gorge and waterfall. Take your time and explore Aboriginal
rock art then go for a refreshing swim in the pool near the falls.

Day 8: Manning Gorge, Galvans Gorge to Charnley River Station

Along the way, be sure to stop at Galvans Gorge a 1km easy walking track to a horseshoe-shaped gorge.
Great locations to take a break, relax, swim and take in the beauty of the Gorge, the Boabs and the Aboriginal
Rock Art. Kimberley cattle station Charnley River Station Beverley Springs where you can experience nature at
its best. Stay in unique rondavels, at the Drovers House or camp. Enjoy homestead style meals and the
adventure of self drive through cattle country to gorges and waterholes to swim, canoe and explore.

Day 9: Charnley River Station to Mornington Wilderness Camp

Located in the heart of the Kimberley, Mornington Wilderness Camp offers nearly one million acres of
spectacular gorges and tropical savannah dominated by the Fitzroy River and King Leopold Ranges. Owned
and managed by the non-profit Australian Wildlife Conservancy, Mornington Wilderness Camp provides a
comfortable base from which to explore this naturalist's paradise which boasts 170 species of birds and a
diverse range of other wildlife. All proceeds are dedicated to the conservation of this amazing part of Australia.

Day 10: Mornington Wilderness Camp to Dimond Gorge

Rugged and remote, Diamond Gorge sits amidst the Kimberley outback near Mornington Wilderness Camp.
Here, you can go bushwalking, swimming, canoeing and bird watching. You'll be amazed by the rich colours of
the 30 metre-high cliff walls and abundant wildlife. The 40 kilometre gorge was carved out by the mighty
Fitzroy River which cuts through the King Leopold Range. Tucked away at the end of the Dimond Gorge is a
beautiful waterfall.
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Day 11: Mornington Wilderness Camp to Imintji Wilderness Camp

Imintji Wilderness Camp is situated on Saddlers Creek adjacent to Imintji Aboriginal Community. Imintji is an
ideal base from which to explore Bell Gorge and the numerous magnificent gorges of the Gibb River Rd.
Safari style accommodation dinner, bed and breakfast.

Day 12: Imintji Wilderness Camp to Bell Gorge

Beautiful Bell Gorge, with its stunning waterfall, bushwalking and bird watching, lies within the Kimberley's
rugged King Leopold Range Conservation Park. Great volumes of water cascade down the waterfall, making it
the perfect place for a refreshing swim. Make sure you bring your camera as Bell Gorge is one of the most
picturesque and scenic gorges in the Kimberley. The folded rock formations were millions of years in the
making. Riverside camping is available at Bell Creek or at Silent Grove.

Day 13: Bell Gorge, Lennard Gorge to Mt Hart Wilderness Lodge

Step off the well trodden tourist trail and explore beautiful Lennard Gorge. If you can get there shortly after the
wet season, you will be awestruck by the spectacular cascading waterfall, as it tumbles over the rugged rocks
and plunges into the narrow gorge below. Bounded by remarkably high cliffs, you can take a beautiful walk
along the ridge and down to the end of the gorge. Either do a loop walk, returning along the other side of the
gorge, or swim back for a truly memorable experience.

Surrounded by stunning geological features, spectacular scenery, abundant wildlife, and rare flora and fauna
(including friendly resident dingoes), Mt Hart Wilderness Lodge is a ten acre oasis of beautiful lush tropical
gardens situated alongside the majestic Barker River. Mt Hart Wilderness Lodge offers comfortable, and stylish
boutique outback accommodation in two traditional 'Kimberley-style' heritage homesteads, as well as limited
camping available. Enjoy warm bush hospitality and gourmet country cuisine. The magnificent Mt Matthew,
Talbot and Yellow-Man Gorges are only short drives away from the homesteads.

Day 14: Mt Hart Wilderness Lodge to Windjana Gorge

Windjana Gorge is a picturesque 3.5km gorge forged by the Lennard River through an ancient Devonian reef
system offers great nature walks. National Park offers stunning bushwalking through the outback wilderness.
The walls of Windjana Gorge rise up from floodplain of Lennard River, reaching 100 metres high in some
places. See fresh water crocodiles sunning themselves on the banks, squawking white cockatoos nesting in
the cliff walls, colonies of fruit bats, search for fossils that are hundreds of millions of years old. Camping
available with great facilities include flushing toilets and showers.
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Day 15: Windjana Gorge, Tunnel Creek to Derby

A visit to the Tunnel Creek National Park is a truly unique experience that you must include on your Kimberley
itinerary. Close to Windjana Gorge, allowing you to see both landmarks in one day. Along the way stop off at
Lillimooloora Homestead - the ruins of the homestead constructed from local limestone in 1884 for the King
Sound Pastoral Company.

Tunnel Creek contains Western Australia’s oldest cave system. Walk through the 750-metre tunnel which
takes you from one side of the Napier Range to the other. Keep your eye out for the many bats, fish,
freshwater crocodiles and huge stalactites dangling from the ceiling. No camping available, torch and shoes
recommended.

Make your way from Tunnel Creek towards Derby. Ten kilometres from Derby on the Gibb River Road, call
into Mowanjum Aboriginal Community to visit their amazing art centre built in the shape of the Spirit of the
Wandjina. Derby is located on an ancient sand dune, dotted with Boab Trees, surrounded by intriguing mud
flats. With its friendly, easygoing outback character, it has become a popular stopover for visitors heading into
the gorge country of the vast north. With 11 metre tides, the highest in the southern hemisphere, a visit to
Derby is not complete without seeing high and low tide at the Derby Wharf. Off the coast of Derby is the
Buccaneer Archipelago also known as the Thousand Islands, only a short boat or plane ride away and home to
the many south sea pearl farms and the world renowned Horizontal Waterfalls.

Day 16: Derby - Broome

After spending the morning exploring the Wharfinger House Museum, The Prison Boab Tree, School of the Air
and Royal Flying Doctor Base head south down the Derby Highway for 220 kilometres to Broome.

Day 17: Broome

Unwind and relax in the exotic pearling town of Broome. Experience the magical sunset on Cable Beach, enjoy
a day of pampering at one of the luxurious day spas or shop for some pearls in Chinatown. When you arrive in
Broome you will be notice the laid back atmosphere for which the town is famous. Set your watch to Broome
time and enjoy the amazing experiences on offer.




Luxury Extended Cruising

Day one - Broome to Dampier Archipelago

Your 13-day Kimberley cruise begins in the early evening with a tour of the vessel, and drinks and nibbles.
After departing Broome port, enjoy a delicious dinner as we cruise towards the Dampier Archipelago.

Day two - Yampi Sound to Talbot Bay

Wake up cruising across the King Sound to Yampi Sound and Crocodile Creek for your first Kimberley
freshwater swim under a beautiful waterfall. Back onboard, enjoy a barbeque lunch as we cruise through the
Koolan Island Gap to Talbot Bay.

Day three - Talbot Bay to Doubtful Bay

Take a dingy ride through the famous Horizontal Falls to explore Talbot Bay. Back onboard, enjoy a scenic
cruise through the Kingfisher Islands to Doubtful Bay. There may be the opportunity to fish or view ancient
Indigenous rock art at Raft Point.

Day four - Doubtful Bay

At Doubtful Bay you can choose to swim under the waterfall at Ruby Falls, fish at Three Ways, cruise down the
Sale River, enjoy a barbeque lunch on the beach and explore the historical Indigenous ceremonial route.

Day five - Montgomery Reef to Langii

Marvel at the waterfalls and coral gardens of Montgomery Reef and spot turtles and dugongs grazing on
seagrass. The afternoon will be spent at Langii, where you can swim and view the ‘Petrified Warriors’, before
cruising to Camden Harbour.

Day six - Camden Harbour to Prince Regent River

We visit Camden Harbour and Sheep Island (the first attempted European settlement in the Kimberley) on the
way to Kings Cascade or Camp Creek up the Prince Regent River (depending on tides). Enjoy the scenery as
we cruise though Port George and Treachery Pass to Saint George’s basin. After lunch we head down Camp
Creek for a trek and swim at the base of a waterfall.

Day seven - King Cascade

Spend the morning fishing and exploring the Prince Regent River before heading to King Cascade to anchor.
Time permitting, you can climb the hill to swim in crystal clear fresh water pools. The evening will be spent
cruising to Careening Bay.

Day eight - Hunter River

Join a beach expedition to see the ancient Boab Tree and explore a grove of ancient Cycad palms before we
cruise off to the Hunter River, where you can choose to fish or hike to Jackson Falls.
